
Individuals who received a Common Experience Payment for attending 

an Indian Residential School are eligible for up to $3000 in Personal 

Credits for education programs and services at universities, colleges, 

trade or training schools or community-based language and culture 

programs. Personal Credits can be used by an eligible recipient, shared 

with up to two family members or pooled for group education services. 

The deadline to apply is October 31, 2014.
